Janice Sheerer dept of land management administrator presented the concept plan to extend good ground road west along the rail road tracks, bending to the right, and intersecting with the rt 24, montauk highway traffic light also where the closed diner is located. In order to provide additional access to the the hamlets by means other than main street.
 She presented visuals on the potential connection. There are two issues for the town and community to consider 1) should there be a good ground scale road extended to connect rt 24 at the diner 2a) if so,  generally should the diner property landowners be allowed to swap part of their land with the town owned land immediately adjacent to east,    the swap may be the only viable resolution to effectuate the good ground road extension as the owners are not willing to sell their land to the town and the town is seeking to avoid a condemnation confrontation.
A leading question, Mr. McDonald.  Actually the Town has already attempted to negotiate a sale in the beginning, and we do not have a willing seller. Condemnations are actually very uncommon, especially in this Town.  That is why we are looking seriously at this alternative as a potential compromise.
So noted Ms. Sheerer
 To pursue the swap concept, New York State affords special protection for land acquired for parks and open space, the NY State Legislature must approve the swap, and it must be approved by a town wide ballot measure, and replaced with similar or better land in habitat type and acreage. The Town has an equal amount of land that can be encumbered in exchange (see attached pdf).  In this case Montauk highway road frontage potentially.  The Montauk Highway restoration is IN ADDITION TO the parkland equal property swap (see attached)

C. Cameras being placed all over town for surveillance -
The Town cameras are all positioned to capture public places open to the public viewing (parks, parking lots, public streets for example).  People in public places have no expectation to privacy and there is no law that requires notification to someone in a public place that they are being videotaped. Sometimes that is done to make people aware they are on camera and dissuade them from undesirable conduct. Cameras of this type are found in and around stores for example (privately owned but open to the public) capturing people inside and out daily.  A sign may be in place to dissuade larceny, trespass or criminal mischief but it is not required.  
Town cameras are not placed with the intent to watch a specific individual and again are in public places with public views. It may be possible for a specific individual to be captured regularly by a certain camera if that person passes by on regular basis. There is no limit to how often or how long that may occur and again no notification is required.  
 A “90 day limit” may apply to the positioning a camera in such a way that it captures a private place - not open to the public. This would require a search warrant as people in that setting would have an expectation of privacy.  That type of surveillance is court ordered and regulated by the court.
